Ongoing martnership betwea Tsavo Trust andKamungi Conservancy(KC) (bordering
northern boundary of TENP Triangle)
Employment:Between Tsavo Trust and its partn88permanent staff and 23 casual staff were
employed generating ov&r9,300 (Ksh.930,000) of income into Kamungiverymonth.
Kamungi Water Project:38,610litres of water was issued from the water dispensing kiosk at
Ngiluni Village. Each family is rationed to 60 litres per day.
Ngiluni Dispensary upgradeFunds have been raised to completely upgrade the old dispensary
to include: new roof (replacing thedohsbestos roof), new verandah, roofing frames replaced as
